Flood risks in St. Tammany Parish

Flooding is a recurring risk for the residents of St. Tammany Parish. Hurricanes, tropical systems, sudden heavy rainfall and flash flooding have historically caused millions of dollars in flood damage. Hurricane Katrina devastated the parish during the peak of the 2005 hurricane season.

Storm surges in excess of 12 feet, and 2 to 18 inches of rainfall, engulfed the parish. With flood-insured damages totaling nearly $13 billion throughout the state, 10 percent of damages were in St. Tammany.
