The Casino Imperials Band was created in 1968 by Harold Lewis. Lewis leads the band on vocals and bass guitar. He is joined by vocalist Stephanie Faciane, and backed by Alfred “Big Vah” Laurant (on lead guitar), Pon Dixson (on lead and rhythm guitar), Thomas Lewis (on horns and rhythm), Ms. Lorraine (on vocals), Andrew Gausman (on percussion), Ramee Atlow (on drums), Stephanie Gousman (on lead and backup vocals) and Luke Cryer (on keyboard and horns).

Concert-goers can expect to hear such classic songs like “The Thrill is Gone,” “Misty Blue” and “Just Like Promised,” along with an assortment of blues and jazz songs and instrumentals.

The Brown Bag Concerts are free to the public and usually run from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m. every Friday in October and May in Griffith Park. During the current season, visitors are encouraged to visit the nearby Olde Towne restaurants and shops. Most will have Brown Bag Specials.
