Some of successful businessman-writer-motivational speaker Lee Silber’s handouts are
designed in a way that they can be creased and folded into the shape of a paper airplane.

Such is Silber’s playful way of approaching life’'s ups and downs for many creative people
either in the marketplace or struggling to get into it. For them “Marketing is a Four-Letter Word,” the
title of the workshop he’s putting on this Sunday afternoon in Slidell.

Silber’s pitch, in essence, is to make the most of a necessary chore if you want to sell your
talent. It doesn’t have to be a 4-letter word. It all boils down to one word (which you may have
guessed), he says, but you'll have to come to the workshop to find out what it is — and a lot more.

Silber should know what he’s talking about.

As a youth, he spent as much time as possible on the beach in San Diego and wound up
turning his passion for surfing into a successful business. He and his brothers founded the Waves and
Wheels Surfcenters chain. Silber also owns other businesses,has written 13 books, travels the world
giving workshops and hosts his own radio talk show.

And he still finds time to surf almost every day.

“What Would Jimmy Buffet Do?” on the following day, Oct. 20, at 7 p.m., also in Slidell's Municipal
Auditorium.
