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MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS

PRUNING

Thin out and  shape all trees in accordance with standard horticultural practices. Prune all dead limbs and thin out cross over branches.  Do not prune tree leaders main terminal growth).  Trees are to be pruned once a year, and only during the dormant season (November 15 – March 15) of each year.  Remove all limbs and debris from each location and dispose of properly.  Leave each site clean.

Shrubs shall be pruned according to standard horticultural practices.  Depending on the type of shrub installed, some flower on old wood, some flower on new wood, prune accordingly.

MULCHING
Mulching shall be done twice a year.  Mulch shall consist of a three-foot diameter area round the base of each tree and a minimum of a six-inch thick layer.  The mulch shall consist of clean, weed-free pine straw.  Mulch shall be applied during the months of April and October.  Additionally, all shrub areas shall be mulched within a 2”-4” layer of clean pine straw.  This shall be applied the same months as the trees.  Note:  bed areas which have perennials and annuals shall not require mulch.

FERTILIZING
Fertilizing shall be done a minimum of once a year.  “The first year of establishment shall require no fertilization.”  The following two years shall require fertilization of all trees and shrubs in the late winter or early spring of the year according to the manufacturer’s specifications.

WATERING
Water shall be obtained from fresh water sources and free from injurious chemicals and shall be done on a minimum of once a week during the summer months through the establishment period.

WEEDING
Weed control should be at a minimum due to the thick layer of pine straw mulch.  Weeding shall be done at a minimum of once a month.
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VANDALISM
Plants destroyed by vandalism are not required to be replaced under the maintenance agreement after payment is received.  Prior to the final inspection by the City Planning Department, any plant vandalized must be replaced by the grantee.

NATURAL DEATH
Any plant material which dies for any reason other than vandalism must be replaced by the grantee.  Replacement shall be done during the late fall and winter months, the optimm time for landscaping.

Only projects located within the Slidell City limits are eligible.
