As reported by St. Tammany Parish President, Kevin Davis:

Monday, September 1, 2008 1:00 PM

We have wide spread power power outages across the parish.  As the winds pick up speed we are experiencing more trees and power lines down.  The water is rising along Highway 90 and Highway 433 at the Rigolets but not beyond expected levels.  We are continuing to monitor this closely.  As of noon, the water gauge at the I-10 Twin Spans was averaging 4 feet above sea level, with wave action above that level. 

So far, the major problems appear to be downed trees and power outages.  We have a report of water in the Eden Isles area to dock level, well below streets & houses.  We are sending an crew to review that area at this time and will report back on this blog.

Please do not go out on the streets if you remain in the parish.  Remain inside, away from windows.
