 Call For Mixed Media Artists
Artists from ten southeastern states are invited to submit their works for the 16th Annual Mixed Media Juried Competition at the Slidell Cultural Center. The competition is among the most unique of the Cultural Center’s annual exhibits, featuring works which include a minimum of two media in order to be eligible for entry. Submissions in prior shows have included artworks created with paints, pastels, paper, wood, metals, glass, photography, videos and more.  The annual exhibit is marking its return in 2008, after a two-year hiatus following Hurricane Katrina.  

The juror for this year’s exhibit is Jonathan Ferrara. Ferrara is an artist, activist, and entrepreneur. He opened the Jonathan Ferrara Gallery in New Orleans in 1998 to give unknown and emerging artists a voice. The gallery draws thousands to its exhibitions each month and participates in several well known community projects, including the annual No Dead Artists juried exhibition, ARTDOCS, a non-profit program that provides health care to artists, and New Orleans Artists in Exile, an ongoing traveling exhibit of works by displaced New Orleans artists. Since its inception, the gallery has focused on cutting edge quality work with a sense of purpose, mission, and message. Ferrara is the recipient of the 2006 Louisiana Governor’s Arts Award for Leadership in the Arts, and continues his involvement within the community by being a spokesperson for artists.

Entries for the Mixed Media 2007 Exhibit must be submitted in JPEG format on a CD no later than December 3, 2007. Artists will be notified of acceptance status by December 19. Up to three works may be submitted by each artist, with a flat rate entry fee of $25.00. A total of $1,000 in awards will be given to artists selected by the juror for first, second and third place.
