2. Bayou Tears * St. Tammany Parish President Kevin Davis
An ea.rthy, matte-finished brown center is surrounded l)y lalue, green and
brown textured glazes in this abstract work. This glazed and kiln fired
creation is clesigned for taMetop &isplay.

3. Louisiana Pride * Congressman Steve Scalise

Congressman Scalise was joined })y his J[‘amily in the creation of this beautiful

gol&en yeHow bowl fea‘curing a Fleur de Lisona ]aaclegrouncl of ljurgundy
and reds. Designed to be hung on a wall or displayecl ona tal)letop.

4. Harvest Moon * KeHy Landrum Hammell
Professional artist Ke”y Landrum Hammell has created this gorgeous
bowl using earthtone glazes with flecks of color, accented with stones and

raffia. This glazed and fired creation is designed for tabletop display.

5. Beau'’s Bowl * Senator A. G. Crowe

With the assistance of his adorable grandson Beau, Senator Crowe
captured the spirit of LSU in this purple and gold bowl. This glazed
and fired creation may be }mng on a wall or &isplaye& ona tal)]etop.

6. Untitled * Dennis Sipiorski

The on]y hand-thrown bowl in tonight's collection, the pottery piece
features stylized fish in Olde World colors, with colorful accents along
the border. This beautiful bowl is clesigned for tabletop display.

Professional artist Phil Galatas has captured the universe in this amazing
acrylic work fea‘curing the earth ﬂoating in space, accented with a golclen
crescent border. This beautiful bowl is designed for tabletop display.

The southern tradition of magnolia blossoms is depicted in this elegant bowl
created by John Smith and his father-in-law, Charles Dickinson. The glazed
and kiln fired creation may be l'mng on a wall or clisplaye& ona talaletop.

With moon pie in hand, Mona Lisa is all smiles in this tribute to Slidell’s
Olde Towne wa”zing paracle created l)y professional artist Charlotte
Lowry Collins. May be hung on a wall or displayed on a tabletop.

Mary DuBuisson presents a tribute to 300 Robert Street in this multi-media
creation of fired glazes, textured glass paints and paper. The bowl features rich
greens, blues and deep purple hues and is suitable for tal)letop clisplay.

11. Gone Fishin’ * Slidell Police Chief Freddy Drennan
Chief Drennan’s passion for fishing is captured in this unique bowl which
features three brightly-colored fish swimming in a sea of cerulean crackle.

May be hung on a wall or displayed ona ta]aletop.

12. Jazzy * Sam Caruso, Jr.
Capturing both his passion for music and his inner artist, Sam Caruso, Jr.
presents a trumpet and musical notes accented with miniature Fleurs de

Lis. May be hung on a wall or &isplayecl ona ta]:)letop.

This whimsical, abstract bowl was created with teal Hue, rustic recl,
black and mocha crackle glazes. The designer bowl may be hung
on a wall or clisplayed ona taMetop.

It’s no surprise that Danny Schaus chose to capture his love of golf in this
colorful green, blue and sand-toned clepiction of Pebble Beach’s 18th
hole.

Mayor Morris has created a pop art feel with his artwork, a 1arge red question
mark ﬂoating in a field of textured black. The bowl was glazed and fired then
textured with glass paints and is designed for tabletop or wall clisplay.
