18 Year Old Stabbed Multiple Times 

On Monday, April 20th, at approximately 2:13 am Slidell Police responded to a Fight in the 700 block of Walnut Street.  Once on the scene Officers discovered that an 18 year old male had been stabbed multiple times in the side and back.


After interviewing several witness Officers were able to determine that the incident all started after the victim and a female friend were arguing in the street, about the victim always being drunk.  During the argument Charmaine Anderson approached and began to argue with the female, the male victim stepped in to prevent the two females from fighting.  As he moved Anderson away from the female, Anderson picked up an old discarded ironing board and hit him with it.  Anderson then retreated to her home and armed herself with a four inch blade kitchen knife.   As Anderson exited her home her sixteen your old son woke up.  Anderson and the male victim continued to argue in front of her home.  When sixteen year old son exited the home he saw his mother and the victim arguing.  As he intervened the male victim and the son began to fight.  The male victim was able to get the sixteen year old son in a head lock.  At this point Anderson began to stab the male victim in the side and back.  At some point during the incident the sixteen year old son received a cut to the back of his left arm.  While Anderson was stabbing the victim she sustained a cut to her right hand.  After being stabbed multiple times (four to six) the male victim passed out and Anderson and her son retreated back to their home, while others carried the male victim into a nearby house.  The police were then notified of the incident and the male victim was transported to a local hospital by Acadian Ambulance for treatment of the stab wounds.   The victim is expected to fully recover from the attack.  Anderson did not require medical attention to the cut on her hand; paramedics cleaned and bandaged the cut on the scene.  Her son was also checked and treated on the scene.
Arrested Subject: Charmaine M. Anderson, age 33 of 504 Beechwood Drive, Slidell, LA, was arrested and charged with Second Degree Battery, once booked Anderson will be transported to the St. Tammany Parish Jail where bond will be set    

Chief Drennan said “This incident could have been avoided if Ms. Anderson would have just kept to herself and notified us.”
