A Two Year Old Arson is solved by the Arrest of three 

On Thursday, April 29th, 2009, almost two years after a large two story apartment complex, that was under construction was burned to the ground, three arrests have been made bring the case to a close.  


On Sunday, May 13th, 2007 at approximately 3:05 am the Stone Creek Apartment Complex on Joseph Street, just off Old Spanish Trail was reported to be on fire.  The complex which was under construction and nearing completion was completely engulfed in fire when both Slidell Police and Firefighters with St. Tammany Parish Fire District One arrived.  The two story complex contained 24 living units and was approximately 17,000 square feet.  The fire was so intense that the siding on neighboring houses began to melt.   Although the fire department made every attempt to extinguish the fire, the complex was to far gone to be saved. Fire Fighters then began every effort to save the surrounding building from catching fire.  

Investigators from both the Police and Fire Departments determined that the fire was the act of an arsonist, since all other possibilities on how the fire could have started were ruled out.  It was also discovered that there was an attempt to burn an adjacent building within the complex.  This fire burned it self out causing minor damage.    The total amount of property damaged exceeded one million dollars; this figure does not include the lost revenue from rent for the year it took to rebuild the complex.

Investigators followed several leads in the case and the trail became cold in late June of 2007.

In April of this year new information was learned and Investigators were able to link, three subjects as being responsible for the fire.  

Arrested Subjects:
 Brandon L. Segraves, age 21 of 153 Venus, Slidell, LA was arrested on April 29th, 2009 and charged with Aggravated Arson,  

 Andrew D. Wetzel, age 20 of 1407 Admiral Nelson, Slidell, LA was booked on 05-01-09 and charged with Aggravated Arson.

A third Slidell suspect who was 16 years old at the time of the incident was also arrested on April 29th, 2009 and charged with Aggravated Arson; since he was a juvenile at the time of the incident his name is not being released.  He is now 18 years old.   
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
