Fight leaves 26 year old with possible Brain Injury

On Thursday, May 07, 2009 at 4:30 am Slidell Police Officers were sent to the Motel 6 located at 136 Taos Street in reference to a disturbance. 

Once on the scene Officers quickly discovered a man lying on his back inside one of the rooms of the motel.  The male was bleeding profusely from his head and was unresponsive.  Officers immediately summoned an ambulance to the scene and detained three people who were possibly involved in the disturbance.


Investigators arrived on the scene and they learned that the victim a 26 year old man from Slidell, who was now living in Minnesota was severely beaten by 42 year old Martin Aleman from Texas and his 16 year old nephew, also from Texas.     

Until Investigators can talk to the victim and get his version of the incident, Investigators can only go by what the alleged perpetrators are telling them.  Investigators believe that after the victim arrived at the motel he met Aleman and the two went back to Aleman’s room. Once back at the room, they began drinking and possibly taking prescription drugs.  During their conversation about boxing the victim and Aleman began to show each other their fighting moves.  At some point the fight escalated and the two began seriously fighting.  During the fight Aleman hit the victim, knocking him to the ground. As the victim fell back, he hit the back of his head on the floor, not knocking him out but putting him in a daze.  Aleman than mounted the victim and continued to punch him in the face and head. At some point Aleman picked up a pair of scissors and as he attempted to possibly stab the victim, the sixteen year old intervened.   As Aleman reached back with the scissors in his hand he cut the sixteen year old across the chest, causing a very minor scratch. The sixteen year old then pulled Aleman off of the victim and while the sixteen year old was questioning his Uncle why he had the scissors, the victim who still appeared to be in a daze, stood up and began swing his hands wildly, hitting the sixteen year old.  The sixteen year old became enraged and began hitting the victim, knocking him to the ground.  Once on the ground the sixteen year old and Aleman continued to beat the victim about the head.  The sixteen year olds father entered the room and stopped the two from beating the victim any further.   The father and Aleman exited their room and began knocking on other motel room doors trying to get help.  Someone then called the front desk, who called 911. 
The victim was transported to Northshore Hospital’s Emergency Room for medical attention.  At the time of this release the victim has not regained consciousness.  It is also unknown the total extent of the victims injuries until he regains consciousness.   

The sixteen year old, his father and his Uncle (Aleman) were returning to Texas after picking tomatoes in Florida.  
Arrested Subject: Martin Q. Aleman, age 42 of 8845 Quietut Street, Edinburg, TX was arrested and charged with Second Degree Battery.

The sixteen a year old was also arrested and charged with Second Degree Battery.  The sixteen year old was ordered locked down by a judge. 
Once booked at the Slidell City Jail Aleman will be transported to the St. Tammany Parish Jail where bond will be set.
