Slidell Police Announce 

Crackdown on Excessive Noise coming from Vehicles 

Chief Freddy Drennan has announced that after receiving numerous complaints from the public about loud music coming from vehicles, that he has instructed all Slidell Police Officers to crackdown on these noise violations.  


Slidell City Ordinance states that Radios, television sets, musical instruments and similar devices.  Operating, playing or permitting the operation or playing of any radio, television, phonograph, drum, musical instrument, sound amplifier or similar device which produces, reproduces or amplifies sound in such a manner as to create a noise disturbance at 50 feet from such device when operated in or on a motor vehicle on a public right-of-way or public space is unlawful.  


Anyone found guilty of the city ordinance could be fined up to $202.00 or spend one day in jail.
There is no end date to these enforcement efforts. 

Chief Drennan said “I consider this a quality of life issue and when you hear from so many people about how annoying it is, I have to make sure that we as police department are responsive to the needs of our community and that is why I have ordered the men and women of this department to take immediate action to help reduce the amount of noise violations.”
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
