Two, Slidell Fugitives Arrested out of State

In the first case Slidell Detectives Mario Arthur and Jeff Theriot went to Jasper County Alabama and took custody of James D. Ross, age 40.  Ross was wanted in Louisiana for failing to appear in court on charges that stem from an incident in 2007.  Ross is accused of Simple Robbery and False Personation of a Police Officer.  The incident took place on December 26, 2007 in the parking lot of the Texas Roadhouse.
Ross and two others took a Pearl River, LA man’s wallet after they stopped him in a stolen Alabama Pick-up Truck; the truck was used on Road Construction sites and was equipped with strobe lights.  Ross was original arrested in Walker County Alabama after he was discovered asleep in the stolen truck.  On February 12th, 2008 Ross waived extradition from Alabama and was transported back to Slidell.  Once booked into the Slidell Jail on the outstanding warrants, he was transported to the St. Tammany Parish Jail.    On March 1st, 2008 Ross posted a $6,081 dollar bond and was given a court date to return.  On the court date Ross failed to show up and an attachment was issued for his arrest.   On August 20th, 2009 Detectives traveled to Jasper County Alabama and took custody of Ross and transported him back to Slidell.  Ross was then transported to the St. Tammany Parish jail where bond has not been set.  


In the second case Detective Brian Nicaud traveled to Escambia County Florida and took custody of Michael Dial Jr., age 34.  Dial was wanted in Slidell on two outstanding warrants for Theft of a Motor vehicle and Burglary of a Business.  The charges stem from a July 2009 incident where it is alleged that on July 7th, 2009 Michael Dial broken into the St. Tammany Transmission Shop at 2542 Front Street and stole a 1998 Black Dodge Pick-up.  Later on July 7th, 2009 Dial was stopped by the Florida Highway Patrol and arrested from the 1998 Dodge Truck and charged with DWI.  On July 9th, 2009 Detective Nicaud traveled to the Escambia County Jail and interviewed Dial who admitted to stealing the truck, so he could drive to North Carolina to attend his brother’s funeral.  Dial also advised that he does not remember breaking into the business, but was very drunk at the time that he stole the truck.  Dial does remember having to change a flat on the truck before he could steal it.  On August 20th, 2009 Detective Nicaud returned to the Escambia County Jail and took custody of Michael Dial after he waived extradition.  Dial was then transported back to Slidell and booked on the two outstanding warrants for Theft of a Motor Vehicle and Burglary.  Dial was then taken to the St. Tammany Parish Jail where bond was set at $10,000.
