Multiple Police Agencies help solve Armed Robberies in two States 

On Monday, September 14, 2009 Slidell Police Detective Robert Chadwick III had a warrant issued for the arrest of Jimmy Owen, age 31 of 90 Lake Village Road, Slidell, LA charging him with the Armed Robbery of the Wendy’s Fast Food Restaurant in Slidell, on September 7th, 2009.


Detective Chadwick was contacted by the Poplarville Mississippi Police Department that they were investigating an Armed Robbery at a local store, and that the suspect was very similar to the suspect in the Slidell Wendy’s robbery video.   Detective Chadwick was also advised that Lieutenant John Kramer with the Poplarville Police Department recognized the perpetrator from the store’s video surveillance.  The suspect’s name was a Jimmy Owen and he was known to the Lieutenant from past dealings with him and his family.   


Lieutenant Kramer was able to locate Owen’s wife and she advised that she and her husband Jimmy, were on a weekend drug binge in New Orleans where they were both doing Heroin and Cocaine. 
She also advised that Jimmy would leave and return with money.  After leaving New Orleans she advised that Jimmy dropped her off in Waynebough, Mississippi and left their car in the parking lot of a local rehab center.  Lieutenant Kramer learned that Jimmy Owen was now in the Hattiesburg, Mississippi area.   

Sergeant Sean McLain of the Slidell Police Department discovered that there was an outstanding warrant for Jimmy Owen charging him with Felony Theft.  The warrant was issued by investigators from the Mandeville Police Department.  After confirming the warrant was still active and that the District Attorney’s Office would extradite Owen, Sgt. McLain and Lieutenant John Gallaher went to Hattiesburg, Mississippi and with the assistance of the Hattiesburg Police Department located Owen at a local Wal-Mart and took him into custody without incident.


When Owen was taken into custody he had in his possession a black water pistol with the orange tip covered by black electrical tape.    

Detective Chadwick then traveled to Hattiesburg and interviewed Owen. Owen advised that he was high on drugs when he robbed the Wendy’s in Slidell.  Owen advised that after he left the Wendy’s he traveled to the Oak Harbor/Lakeshore exit and discarded the gun and the shirt that he was wearing.   Owen advised that the silver gun was a BB gun that he had stolen from the Picayune Wal-Mart.  Owen also advised that the gun and shirt should be close to the stop sign near the Harbor Center.  Detectives were able to locate the gun and shirt near the location Owen provided.  Owen was also still wearing the same tan knee length shorts and shoes that he wore during the robbery of the Wendy’s.  

Once Owen is extradited back to Louisiana he will be booked by Slidell Police on the outstanding warrant for Armed Robbery.
