Motorcyclist Dies after hitting Vehicle 

On Friday, September 18th, 2009 at 7:30 pm Slidell Police responded to the intersection of Airport Road and the I-12 West bound on ramp, in reference to a vehicle crash that involved a motorcycle and car.


The investigation revealed that 32 year old Kevin Stravinsky of Slidell was southbound on Airport Road, riding his (unknown year) Black Suzuki GSXR 1000 motorcycle.  As Stravinsky approached the intersection of Airport Road and the I-12 West bound on ramp, a 2004 White Ford Taurus driven by 62 year old Lehman Eugene Jr. of Baton Rouge was making a left turn onto I-12.  As the Ford was in the right hand lane of the southbound lane of Airport Road it was hit by Stravinsky.   Eugene advised that he had a green light and did not see the motorcycle, only a single bright light that was coming right at him.  It was not until he exited his vehicle that he saw it was a motorcycle that had collided with his vehicle. Eugene’s wife was in the front passenger seat and was transported to the hospital with minor injuries.  Stravinsky, who was wearing a helmet, was killed instantly.  The motorcycle impacted the Ford where the front passenger door is attached to the body, one of the strongest sections of the vehicle.  Stravinsky hit the vehicle with such force that the motorcycle’s front wheel rim was destroyed.  

Witnesses told investigators that they saw Stravinsky approaching the intersection while the light was red, and as it turned green he accelerated through the intersection hitting the Ford as it made the left turn.  One witness advised that it appeared to her that Stravinsky was timing the light, as he approached the intersection.  


No charges have been filed until the case has been reviewed by the St. Tammany Parish District Attorney’s Office to determine the appropriated charges.  Investigators believe that both drivers contributed to the crash.  Investigators do not believe that alcohol or drugs were involved in the crash.  

Chief Drennan said “This is a very tragic crash; I understand that the young man that died had a family.  My thoughts and prayers go out to his family as well as the others involved in the crash.  
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
