John Slidell Park Concession Stand Burglarized

Over the weekend between 10:00 pm on Saturday, October 10th and 6:30 am on Sunday, October 11th, an unknown person or persons broke into the concession stand at John Slidell Park located at 105 Robert Blvd.  The subject(s) entered the stand by forcibly pushing a portable air condition unit out of the wall.  Once inside the subject(s) ransacked the stand and stole approximately $1,000 worth of candy, such as M&Ms, Mars Bars, Snickers, and the like.  Also stolen were several cases of Coca Cola drink products such as Coke, Sprite, Dr. Pepper and Power Aid.  Before leaving the subject(s) ate several pickles and poured a large jar of jalapenos all around the concession stand, along with knocking down the chip rack.  The subject(s) removed a box of Medallion Tortilla Chips, two boxes of David Original Sunflower seed packs and a Gehl’s Nacho Cheese Sauce Machine and placed them under a bush inside the park; these items were recovered and will be checked for finger prints.

If someone has information about the crime they can also tell one of the School Resource Officer assigned to their school.  

Detective Nicaud believes that the perpetrators go to one of the local schools and may try to sell some of the candy, either at school or around their homes.  Parents are asked that if over the weekend your child came home and smelled of pickle juice or jalapenos to please contact Detective Nicaud.
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
