Another Motorcyclist Dies

On Wednesday, October 14th, 2009 at 11:15 pm Slidell Police responded to the intersection of Pontchartrain Drive and Third Street after getting several reports that a motorcycle had crashed.  

  Witnesses told investigators that they saw a 2002 Green and White Kawasaki motorcycle traveling at a high rate of speed heading south on Pontchartrain Drive. As the motorcycle approached the intersection of Third Street, the driver failed to negotiate the right-hand curve, crossed the northbound lanes of Pontchartrain and left the left side of the roadway.  After leaving the roadway the motorcycle crossed three curbs in the parking lot of the Capital One Bank before ejecting the driver.  The motorcycle and the driver then slid across Third Street coming to rest in a parking lot of a vacant building.  The driver was transported to the hospital and was pronounced dead on arrival from what appeared to be massive head injuries.    The driver was wearing a helmet at the time of the crash, and there were no other vehicles involved.

Toxicology tests will be conducted by the St. Tammany Parish Corner’s Office to determine if drugs or alcohol played a part in the crash.

The driver was 34 year old George M. Hogg of Panama City Florida.  Investigators believe that Hogg was working in or had just relocated to the area.
