Pharmacy Tech Arrested

On November 18th, 2009 Slidell Police Detective Sergeant Fred Ohler arrested 24 year old Ashley N. Jackson a former pharmacy tech for Walgreen’s on Front Street, after it was discovered that she was changing prescriptions.

 Upon checking the stores records, Det. Ohler learned that from March 25th, 2009 to the present date, Ashley Jackson, fraudulently distributed Hydrocodone at least thirty nine times.   During the interview of Jackson she admitted that on at least thirty nine different times she changed the prescription information in the Walgreen’s computer, and had several different people pick up the fraudulent prescriptions.  

While entering the prescription into the Walgreen’s computer Jackson would add a refill to a legitimate prescription. The legitimate prescription would then be filled and sold to the customer.  Jackson would then fill the fraudulent refill portion of the prescription and have one of several people come and pick up the fraudulent prescription.  

Detective Ohler advised that he believes that there will be several more arrests in connection with this case.  The Loss Prevention Managers for Walgreen’s discovered the crime and assisted in the investigation. 

Arrested Subject:  Ashley N. Jackson, age 24 of 36450 Hermia, Slidell, LA 

Was arrested on thirty nine counts of Possession with intent to distribute a schedule III controlled dangerous substance,  Thirty nine counts of Obtaining prescription medication by Fraud and Possession of a controlled dangerous substance within 1000 feet of a school.  Jackson is currently being held in the St. Tammany Parish Jail under a $2,925,000.00 bond.  This is for only two of the charges, bond has not yet been set for the Obtaining a Prescription by Fraud.  
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
