Fourteen Year Old Arrested after Vehicle Pursuit

On Sunday, January 3rd, 2010 at approximately 9:55 am Slidell Police attempted to stop a Maroon 2002 Ford Explorer after Officer Chris Newman saw what he believed to be a minor driving the vehicle on Daney Street in the Lincoln Park area of the city.  As Officer Newman attempted to stop the vehicle it sped away.  Officer Newman then chased the vehicle south on Terrace Avenue, and then westbound on Old Spanish Trail, as the vehicle approached the intersection of Old Spanish Trail and Third Street the driver disregarded the red traffic light and continued west on Old Spanish Trail.   The vehicle then disregarded the Stop Sign at the intersection of Old Spanish Trail and Pontchartrain Drive. The driver then made a right turn onto Front Street and she almost lost control, but was able to regain control as she sped northbound on Front Street.  The driver disregarded the red traffic lights at Front Street and Gause Blvd., as well as at the intersection of Front Street and Lafayette Street. When the vehicle approached the intersection of Front Street (Highway 11) and Brownswitch Road she attempted to make an abrupt right turn onto Brownswitch. The driver then lost control and hit a Brown 2009 Nissan Murano driven by a 59 year old Slidell Female.  After impacting the Murano Slidell Police Officers surrounded the vehicle, yelling at the driver to stop.  The Driver then put the Explorer in reverse and attempted to flee, almost hitting one of the officers on the scene.  Officers then ran up to the driver’s side door and attempted to open the door.  When they discovered that the door was locked one officer broke out the window and was able to open the door and remove the driver, while others put the car in park.  The 59 year old driver sustained minor injuries in the collision and was transported to a local hospital for treatment.  

The driver was a 14 year old from Slidell and lived near where the vehicle was stolen from, She gave no reason as to why she stole the vehicle and led police on a high speed chase.

Officers then contacted the registered owner of the vehicle and she advised that she was allowing the vehicle to warm up before placing her father in it to go to church.  When the owner exited the home she discovered that the vehicle was missing, at first she thought that her son had took the vehicle to move some property.  After contacting him she realized that someone had stolen the vehicle.  It was as she was going to call 911 to report her vehicle stolen that she was contacted by the Slidell Police Department’s Communication Division advising her that they had chased and recovered her vehicle.  The vehicle was stolen from the 1100 block of Daney Street.


The fourteen year old female was then booked with Theft of a Motor Vehicle, Resisting an Officer by Flight with a vehicle Endangering Life, Negligent Injury, Aggravated Assault on a Police Officer and No Driver’s License.  The female was then transported to the Florida Parish Detection Center to await a hearing in Slidell City Court.  
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
