Escapee back in Slidell after Nine Years 

 After nine years, David W. Eubank was returned to Slidell and booked with Simple Escape.


The incident all started on January 31, 2001 at around 4:30 pm.  David W. Eubanks was arrested by Slidell Police after he was detained by the Loss Prevention Officer for the Wal-Mart located at 167 Northshore Blvd. for shoplifting merchandise valued at $373.  Before being booked into the Slidell City Jail for Theft, Eubank was taken to Slidell Memorial Emergency room for an undisclosed medical condition. 


At 6:30 pm on the same date Eubank was released from the Emergency Room and as he was being placed into the rear of the transport unit he ran from the officer.  After a short foot chase Eubank was taken back into custody.  Eubank was then transported to the Slidell City Jail and booked with two counts of Theft, two counts of Resisting an Officer and Escape.  At the time, Theft over $300 was a felony which required Eubank to be transported to St. Tammany Parish Jail.  


On February 1, 2001 Eubank was being transported to the St. Tammany Parish Jail.  When the transport unit stopped at the intersection of Tyler and Columbia Streets in Covington, Eubank exited the rear of the unit and ran off.  The transport officer could not give chase, since he had another prisoner in the vehicle.  After a search of the area by local police, Eubank was not located.  On February 2, 2001 a warrant was issued for Eubank, charging him with Escape.  


In January of this year the Slidell Police Department was notified by the Florida Department of Corrections and advised that David W. Eubanks was in their custody and was ready for release after a thirteen month sentence.  On February 18, 2010, three Slidell Police Corrections Officers went to the Gulf Correctional Institution in Wewahitchka, Florida and took custody of Eubank.  Eubank was then transported back to Slidell and booked on the outstanding warrant for Simple Escape.  Eubank was then transported to the St. Tammany Parish Jail and currently being held on a $250,000 bond.
