UPDATE: Police Seek Identity of Shoplifters

On Friday, March 12, at approximately 9:18 am Slidell Police Lieutenant Ray Dupuy was on patrol in the 1800 block of Gause Blvd. when he spotted a vehicle that fit the description of a vehicle that was involved in at least three thefts, totaling almost $2,000 worth of Enfamil Baby Formula from Wal-Mart Stores in Slidell.  After confirming that both the vehicle and its driver fit the description Lt. Dupuy stopped the vehicle and took the driver into custody.  


The driver Dwayne A. Robinson, age 36 of 9322 Bellfast Street, New Orleans was arrested without incident and the vehicle a 1998 Gold Chevrolet Cavalier was impounded.   

Detectives have also identified the female that assisted in the thefts and expect to have warrants issued for her arrest.  

During the interview of Dwayne Robinson detectives learned that the pair sold the baby formula in New Orleans.  Detectives do not believe that they will recover any of the stolen merchandise.  
Arrested Subject: Dwayne A. Robinson, age 36 of 9322 Bellfast Street, New Orleans, LA, was arrested and charged with two counts of Theft.  Robinson will be transported to the St. Tammany Parish jail where bond will be set.  
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
