Mail Ordered Drugs 

On March 17th, 2010 at 10:45 am Slidell Police Department Narcotic Detectives arrested two men for illegal possession of drugs.   


The investigation began after the Slidell Police Department received a call from a Detective with the Pasadena California Police Department, relative to a narcotics investigation.  The Pasadena Detective advised that they had intercepted a package that was enroute to Slidell and that it contained a large amount of Cocaine.  The package was to be delivered at an address in the 848 Ashville in Slidell, LA. The name on the package did not match the name of the homeowner at the listed address.  It was then decided by Detectives with the Pasadena Police and Slidell Police to have the package delivered to the Slidell Police Department.  

Once the package arrived at the Slidell Police Department a plan was formulated to conduct a controlled delivery of the package, to the original listed address.  On March 17, a plain clothed detective delivered the package to the correct address and left it by the front door.  The package was under constant surveillance by undercover detectives in the surrounding area.  

A short time later two suspects were seen picking up the package and placing it in their vehicle.  As the pair left the area they were stopped and arrested.  The package was then opened and approximately one pound of cocaine was recovered, along with several baby items, such as clothes and a baby bath tub.

Was arrested for Principal to Possession with intent to distribute a schedule II CDS and Principal to Possession of a schedule II CDS within 1000 feet of a park

Rodney W. Cousin, age 26 of 3790 Wisconsin Street, Los Angeles, CA

Was arrested for Possession with intent to distribute a schedule II CDS (Cocaine), Possession of a over 400 grams of a schedule II CDS (Cocaine), Possession of Marijuana and Possession of a schedule II CDS within 1000 feet of a park

  Any person who knowingly or intentionally possesses four hundred grams or more of cocaine shall be sentenced to serve a term of imprisonment at hard labor of not less than fifteen years, nor more than thirty years and to pay a fine of not less than two hundred fifty thousand dollars, nor more than six hundred thousand dollars. 
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
