Narcotic Tip Line leads to Cocaine Arrest

On March 22, 2010 Officers with the Slidell Police Department arrested Jamie Alberto M. Silva, age 37 and Fabian G. Alvarez, age 30 of 3116 College Street Slidell, LA after receiving information on the Slidell Police Department’s Narcotics Tip Hot line.


On March 22, Patrol Officers Nick Knight and Ronnie Gonzales stopped Silva after they saw him fail to signal, before making a left turn.  Officers had been notified that Silva and a passenger were in possession of cocaine, based on information from the department’s Narcotic Tip Hot Line. Once stopped Silva was searched and Officers located approximately 93 grams (3.28 ounces) of Cocaine on him.   The vehicles passenger Fabian G. Alvarez, age 30 was also arrested.

Silva was in possession of a fraudulent Social Security Card at the time of his arrest, and it was unclear if he was in the United States legally.  Detective Mario Arthur assisted in determining that the Social Security Card was fraudulent, Detective Arthur is assigned to the Secret Service Task Force and has training in detecting fraudulent documents.  
Arrested Subject: Jamie Alberto M. Silva, age 37 of 3116 College Street, Slidell, LA, was arrested for Unlawful Possession of fraudulent documents for identification, Possession with intent to distribute over 28 grams of a schedule II CDS and Failure to Signal Turn.  Silva will be transported to the St. Tammany Parish Jail where bond will be set.   
Fabian G. Alvarez, age 30 of 3116 College Street, Slidell, LA was arrested and charged with Attempted Possession with intent to distribute a schedule II CDS; he will also be transported to the St. Tammany Parish Jail where bond will be set.
