Burglary turns out to be a Family Affair

During the investigation of several burglaries on the south end of town, Detective Daniel Seuzeneau was able to link three people, as being involved in the burglaries.  Most of the burglaries occurred while people were at church, either their vehicle or home was broken into.  The type of items stolen ranged from electronics to guns.    

Detectives were able to locate several witnesses that told them that they had seen a black male juvenile in the area each time a burglary was reported.  Each witness was able to identify the juvenile and gave detectives his address.  

Detectives then went to the juveniles address and were given consent to search the residence.  During the search detectives located three Apple iPhones, an Apple ipod, a Nintendo Wii system with several controllers and games, and a GPS unit.  All these items were located in plain view inside the juvenile’s room.  No guns were located and at the time the items located had not been linked to the burglaries.  Further investigation revealed that there were several burglaries and thefts in the same area in which the juvenile lived.  

In one case where a purse was stolen the victim lived across the street from the juvenile and recovered her empty purse in the bushes in the front yard of the juvenile.  Her stolen credit cards were used to purchase music from itunes on the internet.  


In another case a laptop was stolen from a vehicle while it was parked on Pontchartrain Drive.  The laptop had a software program installed that allows the owner to remotely access the computer from any internet connection.  The owner was able to determine that the laptop was being used at an address on Cambridge Drive not far from the juvenile’s home.  Upon checking with the home owner, he advised that he had seen the known juvenile in his driveway using a laptop.  The homeowner has a wireless internet system installed inside his residence that was not protected by a password.  


After conducting another search warrant on the juvenile’s residence detectives located items that had been reported stolen, including items that connected the stolen laptop to the juvenile.  Detectives also discovered stolen property throughout the entire residence.  Most of the stolen items were located in the common areas of the home.  These items were easily linked to several burglaries that had been reported in the immediate area of the juvenile’s home. These items included a stolen check book, which was recovered in the bedroom of the juvenile’s parents.   The recovered stolen electronics were confirmed as being the ones reported stolen by matching the serial numbers.  

Based on the items recovered inside the juvenile’s home, the juvenile and both parents were arrested.  In an attempt to not identify the juvenile the names and address of the family are not being released.  The 34 year old mother of the juvenile was arrested and charged with Possession of Stolen Property and Contributing to the Delinquency of a Juvenile, the juveniles 39 year old Step Father was arrested and charged with Possession of Stolen Property, Contributing to the Delinquency of a Juvenile and Resisting an Officer by Giving a False Name.  The 16 year old male juvenile was arrested and charged with four counts of Burglary and Possession of Stolen Things.  Both the mother and Step father were released from the St. Tammany Parish Jail after posting a $10,000 dollar bond.  The juvenile was also bonded out after his parents posted a $25,000 bond.  All three are from New Orleans and just recently moved to Slidell.   

None of the guns have been recovered and detectives are still investigating to determine if the juvenile was involved in other reported crimes.  
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
