Security Guard Stops Robbery Attempt

On Saturday morning at around 10:45 am two suspects walked into the Family Drug Mart located at 140 Gause Blvd.  As the first of two suspects entered the store, one of them pulled a light colored scarf over his face.  At this time the security guard realized that the two were attempting to rob the store.  The Guard then pulled out his firearm and pointed it at the two suspects.  As the first suspect saw the Guard he began to retreat from the store running into the second suspect, who was carrying a black semi-automatic handgun.  As the two exited the store the suspect with the firearm fired two shots, one into the floor and the other in the direction of the Guard.  The Guard then returned fire, discharging three rounds at the suspect.  All the rounds fired by both the suspects and the Guard stayed in the store and no one was hit or injured.  There were two customers in the store at the time of the robbery attempt.  After the suspects exited the store they were last seen running towards the Belvedere Subdivision which is behind the Family Drug Mart Store.  


While officers were setting up a perimeter they were approached by a witness who advised that there was a white male hiding in a back yard on Ninth Street.  Officers immediately responded to the address and located a white male hiding in the rear yard.  After the male refused verbal commands from the officers they approached him.  As they began to handcuff the male he began to violently fight with them.  Once handcuffed, the suspect was taken into custody without any further incident.  A search of the entire area by officers and a K-9 ended with officers not finding the other suspect or any further evidence.  

Detectives are still working on connecting the two suspects to the Armed Robbery that occurred at the Shell Station on Brownswitch Road on April 27th, 2010.  Detective Brian Brown is in charge of the investigation, anyone with information is asked to call him at 985-646-4347.
Arrested Subject: Jacob R. Lagman, white male age 24 of 3004 Charles Drive, Chalmette, LA is booked with Attempted First Degree Murder, Attempted Armed Robbery, Resisting an Officer, Attempted Armed Robbery with a Firearm and two counts of Battery on a Police Officer.  Once booked at Slidell City Jail Lagman will be transported to the St. Tammany Parish Jail where bond will be set.
The second suspect has been arrested in St. Bernard Parish and will be transported back to Slidell.  Once back in Slidell, Keyshawn M. Hill, black male  age 29 of 2800 Angelique, Violet, LA will be booked with Attempted Armed Robbery, Attempted Armed Robbery with a Firearm and Attempted First Degree Murder.  With the assistance of the St. Bernard Parish Sheriff’s Office Hill was arrested at his home without incident.  A search warrant was conducted at Hill’s residence and evidence was located that implicates him in the robbery.  The gun has not been recovered.
