Credit Card Thief Arrested

In June 2010 the Slidell Police Department received several reports from patrons at a local gym, that their credit cards and cash had been stolen.  The complainants advised that they placed their purses inside a locker in the ladies locker room and locked it.  After working out, they returned and discovered that someone had entered the locker and stole their credit cards and any cash inside the wallet.  After checking with their credit card companies most found that the card was used shortly after it was stolen.  


Detective Rob Chadwick was assigned the case and began his investigation into the thefts.  Detective Chadwick located a surveillance video at one of the locations that a stolen credit cards was used.  After reviewing the tape Detective Chadwick recognized the person using the stolen credit card as Elissa Smith. Detective Chadwick had previously arrested her in 2007 for check fraud.  


Detective Chadwick and Brian Brown then located Smith and during the interview she advised that she had broken into the lockers and removed the cash and credit cards from the purses.  Smith advised that she also copied the victim’s personal information and used it to determine the victim’s P.I.N.

Was arrested on three counts of Simple Burglary, Detectives expect to file more charges as the investigation continues.
