Manager ends Armed Robbery Attempt


On Tuesday, August 3, at 2:00 pm the Slidell Police was notified that the Raising Canes located at 1654 Gause Blvd. had just been robbed.  


Officers were advised that a white male armed with a steak knife approached a female employee as she was returning to the rear door, after bringing out the trash.  After demanding that the female employee let him in the rear door, the white male approached the manager’s office and demanded that the female manager open the safe.  The 44 year old female manager then grabbed the white male by the face and pushed him against the wall. The white male then fled the store, running out of his flip flops and entered a gold vehicle.  The vehicle was last seen heading east on I-10 towards Mississippi.  Nothing was taken from the store and no store employees were injured.

A short time later the Slidell Police Department was notified by Mississippi Authorities that the vehicle involved in the armed robbery had crashed on I-10 in Bay St. Louis, MS.  The driver, a young white male appeared to have committed suicide.  Slidell Detectives were then able to confirm that the deceased white male was the perpetrator in the Slidell robbery.
