Arrest made 12 hours after new law goes into effect 

On Sunday August 15th, 2010 the new Louisiana Law making it illegal to possess the incense “Mojo” went into effect.  The law makes it illegal to possess the product and carries the same penalties as Possession of Marijuana which is listed as a schedule I controlled dangerous substance.  


The active ingredient in the incense is a synthetic chemical derivative of tetrahydrocannabinols or THC which is the natural active ingredient found in marijuana. 

On Sunday, August 15th, at 5:50 pm Officer Luke Irwin and Mark Michaud were dispatched to an address on Citrus, in reference to a possible Domestic Dispute.  Upon arriving, the complainant advised that his wife Tracey Frost called him and made threats to come home and shoot him.   After arriving at the Citrus address, Officers were advised that Tracey Frost was at 1255 Walnut Street, possibly smoking marijuana.  Officers then relocated to that address and were invited in by the homeowner.  The homeowner advised that Tracey Frost was in the backyard.  As Officers exited the rear door they saw that Tracey Frost was on the back porch.  When Tracey Frost saw the Officers she threw a bottle of beer and a small container to the ground.  After checking Tracey Frost for any weapons, the officers retrieved the small item that Tracey Frost threw to the ground.  It was at this time Officer Irwin saw that the small item was a container of “Mojo” incense.  Officers searched the home and discovered that the homeowners were in possession of marijuana and items commonly associated with the use of marijuana.


No weapon was found and the homeowners were also arrested.
